PLANNING COMMISSION

March 8, 2022, MINUTES

The Planning Commission met in a regular session on March 8, 2022, at 6:00 p.m. at City Hall Board Room, 475 W Commerce Street. The following Commissioners were present: Commissioner Ashworth, Commissioner Thorn, Commissioner Clark, Commissioner Carter, Commissioner Jordan, Commissioner Hawkins, and Commissioner Skeen. The following staff members were also present Steven Pittman, City Attorney, Kristen Duggan, Kendra Cobbs, and BJ Page.

Commissioner Carter called the meeting to order at 6:08 p.m. and Commissioner Clark gave the invocation followed by roll being called. 

Commissioner Carter asked if everyone had reviewed the February 8, 2022, minutes. Commissioner Hawkins made a motion to approve the minutes as written and Commissioner Clark seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item 1: 	PL-1581 – Request to Amend Preliminary Plat Approval, Crossroads North Subdivision, from 70 residential lots and 2 common open space lots to 48 residential lots, 6 commercial lots, and 1 common open space lot on 34.86 acres located on the southeast corner of U.S. Highway 51 and Green “T” Road in Section 1, Township 3 South, Range 8 West.  The property is currently zoned in the “R-12,” Single-Family Residential District (Medium Density) and the “C-2,” Highway Commercial District, – J. Byron Houston with Houston Engineering, P.L.L.C., representing Creative Constructions, L.L.C., property-owner.  


Mr. Page presented the application to the commission. 
Commissioner Jordan asked if there was a site notated for the cluster mailboxes. Mr. Page stated that there is not one notated, but there is a common open space shown and he feels that it will be the location of the mailboxes. 
Mr. George Ready came forward to represent the application. He stated that there was an updated plat that was submitted that addressed some of the commission’s questions. Mr. page stated that the updated plat was submitted to the planning office after the staff reports had been sent out to the commissioners which is why they did not have a copy of it. 
Mr. Ready then said that there would be restrictive covenants showing the minimum home sizes which would reflect larger some sizes than the existing Crossroads subdivision as well as more restrictive conditions. He added that the mailbox placement would be determined once the design is finalized. 
He went on to state that the owner feels that making Road A a cul-de-sac, as suggested by Mr. Page, would hurt the occupants of the residential subdivision. This would require all residents to access the convenience store from wither Green T Road or Highway 51. Connectivity is a major issue, and this design would cut off the connectivity and ease of access for the subdivision. 
Commissioner Thorn said he does not feel that Road A needs to connect the residential subdivision to the hotel access. He then asked if there was a way to swap Road A and Road C. To make an entrance at Road C which would alleviate the possibility of bottlenecks at the entrance. Mr. Ready stated that would push commercial traffic entering through the residential subdivision. Mr. Thorn commented that he thought commercial traffic would be restricted to Green T Road. MR. Ready responded that the commercial traffic would travel through Road A as an exit. 
Commissioner Jordan then asked who would be responsible for maintaining the landscaping at the median of Road. Mr. Ready explained that the homeowner’s association would be responsible. 
Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the application. 
Ms. Candace Neely came forward. She stated that she is against this development. She purchased her lot for the scenery and did not want houses built behind her. Noise from Highway 51 and Crossroads Seafood is already issue. With the addition of AWG and the possible addition of this development it would only create more traffic. She also raised concerns regarding the ditch running behind and where the water will go.
Ms. Marcelina Chapman then came forward and stated that she had the same concerns as Ms. Neely. She did not purchase her home to deal with hotels and commercial properties behind her. She added that they have not even seen the plan of what would be developed behind their homes. She is concerned about the traffic and what will happen with the water sitting in the ditch behind the homes. 
Mr. James Neely then came up to add that AWG has already caused traffic issues and it hasn’t even opened yet. Traffic will only get worse This development will only add to the existing traffic issues. He said that a light needs to be added, the road widened, or both. 
Mr. Ready came back up to explain that there will be a convenience store, commercial sales center, restaurant, and 1-3 hotels are what is planned for the commercial development. He added that there will be a large portion of homes between the existing Crossroads Subdivision and the commercial development. The plan will be a higher scale development which will raise the property values of the surrounding homes. 
Commissioner Skeen said he would like to see a substantial buffer between the commercial and residential zones. Mr. Ready stated that the plan will meet the city requirements of a 30-foot buffer. Mr. Page said that the city requirements include a 6-foot masonry wall as part of the 30-foot buffer. Commissioner Skeen said he would like to see a little more green space and that the buffer be aesthetically pleasing. 
Commissioner Skeen added that he would like to commercial and residential traffic not mix. Commissioner Thorn asked if there would be a way to come up with alternate plans that show other options. Commissioner Skeen said he would like to see some possibilities to protect the residential portions of the development. 
Mr. Ready stated that if the plan meets all requirements set forth by the ordinance, then legally then are no grounds for denial and this plan meets all requirements. Mr. Steven Pittman, City Attorney, stated that the job of the Planning Commission is to make design decisions for the development. Mr. Page added that the commission has the authority to require/request changes to the design of the development. 
Commissioner Thorn said he is concerned with residential and commercial traffic sharing the same road. He would like to see alternate possibilities submitted for the commission to review. 
Mr. Ron Patel, owner, stated that the commercial traffic will only be able to turn left from the exit He wants residential traffic to have access to Road B for to Green T and interstate access. Also, a landscape buffer will be added to deter commercial traffic from turning left to exit. 
Commissioner Skeen made a motion to table the application until April 12, 2022, to allow developer time to present alternate plans for review. Commissioner Thorn seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Item 2:	PL-1582 – Request for Preliminary Plat Approval for the Oak Grove Minor Lot Subdivision, 7 lots, 20.03 acres located on the north side of West Oak Grove Road, west of Scott Road, and east of Oak Crossing Drive, in Section 15, Township 3 South, Range 8 West.  The property is currently zoned in the “A,” Agricultural District – Nick Kreunen, with Civil-Link, on behalf of Mike Bailey, the property-owner.

[bookmark: _Hlk95048490]Mr. Page presented the application to the commission. They had no questions for Mr. Page. 

He then introduced Mr. Nicholas Kruenen as being present to represent the application.

Mr. Kruenen stated that the missing finished floor elevations for lot 8 is intentional die to the size of the lot. A note can be added that the finished floor elevation would be determined once the location of the house is set. 

Commissioner Jordan asked if it had been established that the drive for lot 6 and 7 would not be for future development and if those specific lots would be the only lots responsible for the easement. Mr. Kruenen stated that is not for future development and that only lots 6 and 7 would be responsible for the easement. 

Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the application. There was no one.

Commissioner Clark made a motion to grant Preliminary Plat approval for Oak Grove Subdivision, a 9-lot subdivision consisting of 8 single-family residential lots and one common open space lot on 64.33 total acres, located on the north side of West Oak Grove Road, west of Scott Road, and east of Oak Crossing Drive, in Section 15, Township 3 South, Range 8 West, based upon a finding that the submitted plat generally conforms to the requirements of the City’s codes and ordinances, subject to the following conditions:
1. Revise the preliminary plat to include the finished floor elevation for Lot 8.
2. The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions shall be submitted to the Planning Staff for review and approval prior to the recording of any final plat for this property.  The submitted Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions shall include: 
A. Revise Article VIII, “Restrictive Covenants,” Section 2, Item “I,” adding to the end of that Item the words “Planning Commission.”
B. Revise Article X, “Amendments,” Section 6, adding to the end of that Section the words “Planning Commission.” 
C. Revise Article VIII, “Restrictive Covenants,” Section 3, Item (s) to add a statement that no such additional and/or separate restrictions that may differ from Lot to Lot shall be approved by the Developer unless such additional and/or separate restrictions have previously been approved by the City of Hernando Planning Commission.
D. Revise Article VIII, “Amendments,” of the Bylaws of the Oak Grove Subdivision Homeowners Association to add a provision stating that no amendments or other changes may be made to the Bylaws by either the Association or the Developer unless such amendments have previously been approved by the City of Hernando Planning Commission.
3. Address signage, approved by the Planning Department, shall be installed at the entrance to the ingress/egress easement identifying the property addresses for Lots 6 and 7 prior to the issuance of any building permit for either of those lots.
4. No further lots will be added to the proposed ingress/egress easement unless that access is first improved to meet all of the standards and specifications of a public street.
5. Prior to the recording of any final plat for this property the applicant shall submit full construction drawings for the proposed cluster mailbox facility to the Planning Commission for review and approval conforming to the requirements of the amendment adopted by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen concerning cluster mailboxes. 
6. Improvements are to be the responsibility of the developer and not the responsibility of the City of Hernando.
7. Following Preliminary Plat Approval, but prior to the initiation of construction of public improvements, the Developer shall submit two (2) complete sets of construction plans for review and approval to the Office of Planning.
8. The developer shall install drainage pipe, erosion control material, sewer mains and service, water mains, fire hydrants, and service, gas mains and service, curb and gutter for all streets, and gravel or soil cement base for the streets and one (1) layer of blacktop, 1½" thick, before the plat of the subdivision is recorded, including one-half of the right-of-way of West Oak Grove Road, to the extent that road borders this development.  A performance guarantee must be filed for the remainder of the improvements in an amount set by the City Engineer. This includes another 1½" of blacktop making a total of three (3") of blacktop surface and sidewalks. Prior to recording the final plat, all public improvements shall be installed, completed, and accepted by the City of Hernando.
9. Prior to the beginning of utility and improvement construction, the Developer shall enter into a Development Contract with the City of Hernando for the installation of all required Public Improvements. This is in accordance with Article VI, Required Minimum Improvements, §B. Procedures for Posting or Release of Bonds of the City of Hernando’s Land Subdivision Ordinance.
10. Sidewalks shall be installed on the north side of West Oak Grove Road to the extent that road borders the subdivision.
11. Grading, drainage, and engineering construction plans to be approved by the City Engineer and Public Works Director.
12. Streetlights shall be installed at the developer’s expense.  Streetlight plans shall be submitted to the Office of Planning for City Engineer and Planning Director approval.
13. All utilities and services (electric, telephone, cable, etc.) are to be installed underground.  The water service lines shall be installed with tracing wire at the top.
14. Prior to recording the final plat, the Developer shall submit for approval a schedule of Lot Numbers and associated street addresses to the Office of Planning.  Corner lots shall include potential addresses for both streets.
Commissioner Skeen seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Chairman Carter announced the following item:

The property is currently zoned in the “A,” Agricultural District – Nick Kruenen, with Civil-Link, on behalf of Mike Bailey, the property-owner.

Mr. Page presented the application to the commission. The commission had no questions for Mr. Page. 
Mr. Nick Kruenen came forward to represent the application. 
Commissioner Thorn asked why not build the rear lots first. Mr. Kruenen stated that there were buyers for the other lots. 
Commissioner Jordan asked if the cluster mailboxes planned per city requirements. Mr. Page stated that they must meet all city requirements and would be reviewed and approved by Planning Commission prior to plat being recorded. This is listed as a condition of approval. Mr. Kruenen asked that the review be done by staff to save a month waiting on the next planning commission meeting. 
Commissioner Carter stated that the standards have been set and he feels comfortable allowing staff to review the plans. He added that in the future the mailboxes be submitted with the final plat approval. 
Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against this application. There was no one. 
Commissioner Skeen made a motion to grant Final Plat approval for Section “A” of Oak Grove Subdivision, a 6-lot subdivision consisting of 5 single-family residential lots and one common open space lot on 10.72 total acres, located on the north side of West Oak Grove Road, west of Scott Road, and east of Oak Crossing Drive, in Section 15, Township 3 South, Range 8 West, based upon a finding that the submitted plat conforms to the previously approved preliminary plat, and generally conforms to the requirements of the City’s codes and ordinances, subject to the following conditions with a change to comment #5 allowing Planning Office to approve the plan for the cluster mailbox:
1. Submit a revised final plat to the Planning staff for review and approval prior to the recording of any final plat for this property, to correct the title block on pages 1 and 2 of the plat to read Section “A” of Oak Grove Subdivision.
2. The Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions shall be submitted to the Planning Staff for review and approval prior to the recording of any final plat for this property.  The submitted Declaration of Covenants, Conditions, and Restrictions shall include: 
A. [bookmark: _Hlk97293725]Revise Article VIII, “Restrictive Covenants,” Section 2, Item “I,” adding to the end of that Item the words “Planning Commission.”
B. Revise Article X, “Amendments,” Section 6, adding to the end of that Section the words “Planning Commission.” 
C. Revise Article VIII, “Restrictive Covenants,” Section 3, Item (s) to add a statement that no such additional and/or separate restrictions that may differ from Lot to Lot shall be approved by the Developer unless such additional and/or separate restrictions have previously been approved by the City of Hernando Planning Commission.
D. Revise Article VIII, “Amendments,” of the Bylaws of the Oak Grove Subdivision      Homeowners Association to add a provision stating that no amendments or other changes may be made to the Bylaws by either the Association or the Developer unless such amendments have previously been approved by the City of Hernando Planning Commission.
3. A Homeowners Association is to be established prior to the recording of the final plat.  Any buffer areas, retention basins, landscape areas, open areas, street medians, entrance signs, and any other common elements, proposed to be dedicated to the Homeowners Association in that phase shall be deeded over to the Homeowners Association with the recording of the final plat of that respective phase.  A copy of the finalized incorporation papers and all deeds transferring common elements to the Homeowners Association shall be submitted to the staff for inclusion in the file.
4. Prior to the recording of any final plat for this property the applicant shall submit full construction drawings for the proposed cluster mailbox facility to the Planning Department Staff for review and approval conforming to the requirements of the amendment adopted by the Mayor and Board of Aldermen concerning cluster mailboxes.

Ms. Cobbs presented the application to the commission. The commission had no questions for Ms. Cobbs. 
Mr. Carl Goolsby came forward to represent the application. The commission had no question for Mr. Goolsby.
Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to represent the application. There was no one. 
Commissioner Jordan made a Motion to grant Final Plat approval to the “Re-subdivision of Lot 1 of Juanita Acres Subdivision, 4th Revision” 2 Lots, 4.91 total acres located on the west side of Hall Road, south of Pleasant Hill Road, and more specifically known as 1341 Hall Road in Section 30, Township 2 South, Range 7 West, based upon a finding that the submitted plat generally conforms to the requirements of the City’s codes and ordinances, subject to the following conditions with the change of Lot 8 to Lot 1 in condition #1:
1. Revise the title of the plat to read “1st Revision to Lot 8 of the 4th Revision of Juanita Acres Subdivision.”
2. Submit a revised preliminary plat to the Planning staff for review and approval prior to the submission of any final plat for this property, addressing the following revisions:

A. Correct Note #5 on the plat to state that there is a 10’ wide utility easement on the rear property line of all of the lots.  Revise the plat drawing accordingly.

Item 5:	PL-1597 – Request for Final Plat Approval, Saucier Point Commercial Subdivision, 1 Lot, 4.04 total acres located on the southeast corner of U.S. Highway 51 and North Parkway Street, in Section 12, Township 3 South, Range 8 West. The property is currently zoned in the “C-2” Highway Commercial District – Mr. Robbie Jones of Jones-Davis Engineering on behalf of 55 Market and Deli, Inc., property-owner.

Ms. Cobbs presented the application to the commission. 
Commissioner Thorn asked if this is only a convenience store and no gas pumps or will they request a conditional use later. Mr. Page stated that this is a convenience store with gas pumps in the C-2, Highway Commercial Zoning District which is an allowed us. The C-1 zoning district requires a conditional use. 
Commissioner Jordan asked if the 30-foot buffer would include a 6-foot wall and Mr. Page stated that it would. 
Mr. Robbie Jones came forward to represent the application. He stated that the agreed with all staff comments. 
The commission had no questions for Mr. Jones. 
Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the application. There was no one. 
Commissioner Skeen made a motion to grant Final Plat approval to the “Saucier Point Commercial Subdivision,” 1 Lot, 4.04 total acres located on the southeast corner of U.S. Highway 51 and North Parkway Street in Section 12, Township 3 South, Range 8 West, based upon a finding that the submitted plat generally conforms to the requirements of the City’s codes and ordinances, subject to the following conditions:
1. Revise the plat as follows:
A. Revise the various certificates to read 2022 rather than 2011.
B. Correct Note #7 to note that the side yard is 0’, rather than 10’and that the utility easement along the rear property line is 10’ not 5’.  Revise the plat drawing accordingly.
C. Revise the plat to include a 30’ wide Landscape Buffer Easement along the eastern property line.
D. Revise the Owner’s and Mortgagee’s Certificates to state “…and dedicate the right-of-way for the roads and utility easements as shown on the plat of the Subdivision to the City of Hernando, Mississippi, for the public use forever.” 
2. Improvements are to be the responsibility of the developer and not the responsibility of the City of Hernando.

The property is currently zoned in the “AR,” Agricultural Residential District – Mr. Keyshon Bachus, property-owner.
Ms. Cobbs presented the application to the commission. The commission had no questions for Ms. Cobbs.
The applicant was not present. 
Commissioner Carter asked if there was anyone present to speak for or against the application. There was no one. 
Commissioner Thorn made a motion to grant Final Plat approval to the “Re-subdivision of Lot 1 of Boone Subdivision, 1st Revision” 2 Lots, 4.69 total acres located on the west side of U.S. Highway 51, south of Green “Tee” Road, north of Crossroads Boulevard, and more specifically known as 237 Highway 51 South, in Section 1, Township 3 South, Range 8 West, based upon a finding that the submitted plat generally conforms to the requirements of the City’s codes and ordinances, subject to the following conditions as well as the addition of 
Item 12. Addition of an access easement from Lot 1A to Lot 1B.:
1. Revise the title of the plat to read “Re-subdivision of Lot 1 of Boone Subdivision, 1st Revision.”
2. Submit a revised final plat, addressing the following revisions:
A. Correct the notes concerning building setbacks on the face of the plat to state that the side yard requirement is 15’ on each side, not in total; that the rear yard setback is 40’, not 20’, and that the street side yard requirement is 35’, not 15’.  
B. Revise the plat drawing to label the utility easements along the western property lines of Lots 1A and 1B as 10’, not 5’.  Label the utility easements on the other property lines accordingly.
C. Revise the plat to label the street to the west of Lot 1B as Old Highway 51.
D. Revise the plat to extend the 50’ building setback line along U.S. Highway 51 to the northern property line of Lot 1AOwner’s and Mortgagee’s Certificates to state “…and d5edicate the right-of-way for the roads and utility easements as shown on the plat of the Subdivision to the City of Hernando, Mississippi, for the public use forever.” 
E. Re-label the plat as a final plat, not a preliminary plat.
F. Correct the zoning district label on the plat title to the “A,” Agricultural District, not the “R-12” district.
3. Improvements are to be the responsibility of the developer and not the responsibility of the City of Hernando.
4. Prior to the initiation of construction of public improvements, the Developer shall submit two (2) complete sets of construction plans for review and approval to the Office of Planning.  Grading, drainage, and engineering construction plans to be approved by the City Engineer and Public Works Director.
5. The developer shall install drainage pipe, erosion control material, sewer mains and service, water mains, fire hydrants, and service, gas mains and service, curb and gutter for all streets, and gravel or soil cement base for the streets and one (1) layer of blacktop, 1½" thick, before the plat of the subdivision is recorded, including one-half of the right-of-way of U.S. Highway 51 and Old Highway 51 to the extent that those roads border this development.  A performance guarantee must be filed for the remainder of the improvements in an amount set by the City Engineer. This includes another 1½" of blacktop making a total of three (3") of blacktop surface and sidewalks. Prior to recording the final plat, all public improvements shall be installed, completed, and accepted by the City of Hernando. 
6. Sidewalks shall be installed on the west side of U.S. Highway 51 and the east side of Old Highway 51 to the extent that those roads border the subdivision.
7. Prior to the beginning of utility and improvement construction, the Developer shall enter into a Development Contract with the City of Hernando for the installation of all required Public Improvements. This is in accordance with Article VI Required Minimum Improvements, §B. Procedures for Posting or Release of Bonds of the City of Hernando’s Land Subdivision Ordinance.

8. Streetlights shall be installed at the developer’s expense.  Streetlight plans shall be submitted to the Office of Planning for City Engineer and Planning Director approval.
9. All utilities and services (electric, telephone, cable, etc.) are to be installed underground.  The water service lines shall be installed with tracing wire at the top.
10. Prior to recording the final plat, the Developer shall submit for approval a schedule of Lot Numbers and associated street addresses to the Office of Planning.  
11. Prior to submitting the plat for recording, the applicant shall coordinate with the Post Office the centralized delivery location of the mailboxes.
Commissioner Jordan seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

There being no further business to come before the Commission, A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting. the motion passed unanimously. The meeting adjourned at 8:19 p.m. 
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
