Fishing Rodeo Rules / Items to Bring

RULES
· All children MUST register at the rodeo before fishing.  Registration is at 8am!
· Participants are not allowed in the fishing area prior to the event.
· All participants must be supervised by a parent, guardian or volunteer.  Only the child fishing and 1 helper allowed inside the perimeter.  All other parents, guardians or volunteers must stay behind the perimeter, which will be clearly marked.
· Fishing will not be allowed for at least 2 hours following the event. When fishing resumes, all state regulations will be enforced including the State Lake fishing permit requirement.
· One pole or rod per child.
· No treble hooks are allowed.
· Adults are encouraged to accompany children but are not allowed to actively fish.
· 5 catfish limit per child unless otherwise announced.
· PLEASE, do not throw caught fish back into the water during the fishing rodeo.

ITEMS TO BRING
· Participants MUST bring their own fishing pole, fishing tackle and bait (worms, liver, hot dogs, etc.). No fishing gear will be provided at the fishing rodeo.
· Participants should bring insect spray, sunscreen, and cooler for caught fish.  Fish stringers may also be used.
